1. Artist / Performer Space: Distribution of Artist / Performer space assignments are at the sole discretion of Faith and Works Incorporated, however Faith and Works Incorporated will consider all requests of artist / performer. Sharing of artist space or use of display by unauthorized or third parties is strictly prohibited. All artist products must remain assembled and staffed throughout event hours until the official closing time. If not occupied by the time set for completion of the installation of the displays, such space may be reallocated or reassigned.
2. Licenses, Insurance, and Permits: Artist / performers are fully responsible for obtaining all licenses, insurance or permits required and adhering to all applicable laws, ordinances, and statues. Permits include, but are not limited to, a sales tax permit, as well as health permits for any vendor selling, displaying or sampling food. Artist / performer shall carry and maintain during the period of any event in which he/she exhibits, including any move-in and move-out days, and at his/her sole cost and expense, personal injury and property damage coverage under a policy of general public liability insurance, with limits of at least $500,000-$1,000,000 for bodily injury, and $100,000 for property damages, or combined single limit bodily injury and property damage policy with limits of $1,000,000. Proof of said insurance, listing Faith and Works Inc. as an additionally insured must be submitted to Faith and Works Incorporated no later than May 1, 2011. Failure to submit proof of insurance may result in eviction of Sponsor/Exhibitor from event.
3. Limitation on Liability: Exhibitor expressly releases Faith and Works Incorporated from any liability and waives a) any and all demands, claims, and causes of action in law or in equity, related to any defect, deficiency, failure or impairment of utilities or other facilities, including water, heating, electricity, ventilation, refrigeration, or other mechanical systems failure; b) the conduct, negligence or claims of any sponsor, exhibitor or attendee; and c) any fire, flood, strike, terrorist attack, weather or other, force beyond control of Faith and Works Incorporated.
4. No Guarantee of Results: Faith and Works Incorporated does not warrant or guarantee any particular results of the Rally, nor does it guarantee a particular number of attendees or exhibitors.
5. Indemnification: Artist / performer display and exhibit property at their own risk. Faith and Works Incorporated does not assume any responsibility for loss or damage to artist property. Faith and Works Incorporated will not be held accountable for the death or injury of any person attending an event, or for any damages suffered by artist / performer or its officers, agents, employees, or invitees as a result of any cause whatsoever. Artist / performer shall indemnify and hold Faith and Works Incorporated, its parent, subsidiaries, affiliates, sponsors, and their respective officers, directors, agents and employees harmless from any suit or claim arising out of any action or failure to act by the artist / performer. Exhibitor shall be liable for any and all damages caused by Exhibitor to the event building’s grounds, landscaping, floors, walls, columns, or any other part of the building, or to the chattels and fixtures of the building or any other Exhibitor or person or entity having property at the events building’s premises. Exhibitors are advised to obtain insurance coverage for this risk. Exhibitor shall indemnify Faith and Works Incorporated from any intellectual property claims or suit arising from this event.

6. Cancellation: Faith and Works Incorporated reserves the right to cancel this event at any time prior to the date of the event with refund of all amounts paid by participants to Faith and Works Incorporated in connection with this Agreement. Otherwise all payments are non-refundable. This agreement is effective as of the date signed and shall remain effective until the event ends on May 29, 2011.
7. Product/Service Exclusivity: Product/Service exclusivity is not guaranteed through this reservation, this also includes brand exclusivity.
8. Miscellaneous: Artist / Performer may not pin or tape anything to back drape; Loud or offensive exhibits, subject to Faith and Works Incorporated discretion, are not permitted; Blocking aisles, soliciting customers in the aisles or handing materials out in the aisles is prohibited. Artist must also comply with all requirements of venue provider.
9. Faith and Works Incorporated Authority: Faith and Works Incorporated reserves the right, upon reasonable notice to the Artist / Performer, to substitute alternate dates and/or facilities other than those originally planned for a particular event. Artist / Performer, also hereby grants Faith and Works Incorporated permission to use Artist / performer’s name and/or logos for promotional purposes in connection with the Rally and/or other events produced by Faith and Works Incorporated. This permission shall also extend to photographs of the Artist / Performer.
10. Limited License: Faith and Works Incorporated grants the Artist / Performer a limited license to use any of the artwork on the Event site for the purpose of promoting the Event and linking to the Event site.
11. Miscellaneous: This Agreement shall become effective on the date signed below and will remain in effect until all responsibilities set out are fulfilled. In the event of any dispute to the terms of this Contract, the parties agree to consult with a professional mediator agreed upon by all parties prior to seeking legal action. This contract shall be interpreted and construed pursuant to the laws of the State of Texas. Amendments to this agreement must be in writing and signed by both parties. 
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
